House Keeping 2018
A Chairde
It is that time of the year to get our Housekeeping in order, please note the following and please notify the personnel in charge in your club.

1. Please ensure that ALL your players are registered before they commence training & play games. All your teams must be registered; payment is now 1st March 2018. Clubs who wish to arrange a payment plan must do so with Sinead Leavy or Ciara Clarke in Croke Park, Please advise me in writing when the agreement is in place. 
Claims from now until 1st March must be logged as normal within the 60 days but will not be processed until 1st March.

If a club has not paid in full nor has no agreement in place for Injury Scheme on 1st March they can’t train or play, this will result with the points of the game being awarded to the opposing team as per rule.At this stage ALL clubs should have their County players Registered as per previous emails sent.
2. If any Club has a player sent off or reported, your club has a game coming up and you have not heard anything from CCC the Onus is on the Club to contact Runai CCC Disciplinary Committee Michael Murphy at ccc.wicklow@gaa.ie - This information can only be accessed by The Club Secretary - If your secretary is away and your Club wishes to put these duties to another person within your Club then an email will have to be sent to the CCC with the details of the person.

3. If a player from your club is injured the Onus is on the Club to give the details to the referee. Then the report is sent in to the Office and available upon request from the club.

4. In some cases team lists are not being given - Official team sheets should be given to the Referee at all games with names in Irish and on Club headed Club paper.

5. If your club is playing a challenge please email the attached form to County Secretary if it is outside the county please cc michael.reynolds.leinster@gaa.ie, if permission is not sought players are not covered for injury. This is for Juvenile & Adult Games.
6. If you are getting a game recorded please fill in the attached form and email to County Secretary.

7. If your club is taking part or holding a tournament the attached form MUST be filled in, in plenty of time and sent to County Secretary to get permission. If it includes teams from outside the County please cc michael.reynolds.leinster@gaa.ie

8. If a player is injured please email the first two pages of the attached Injury Form to email address at the top of form immediately and not later than 60 days or claim will be declined. The Injury claim process is online please contact Willis for your log in details, paper claims are coming to an end. If a club needs an injury form signed please bring to County Board Meetings or I can arrange to meet at games or in Ballinakill. Clubs are responsible for posting all forms to Willis, so please do not post or leave in Ballinakill.
9. When Coiste Condae Minutes and Agenda is emailed can I ask that you give a copy to your County Board Delegates for their meetings. We would also advise that your delegates then give each secretary a brief report on the meeting especially on decisions made.
